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I GENERAL PRESCRIPTIONS
1.1. Latvian 2011 Open Rallysprint Championship (the Championship) and Cup (the Cup) is a several event competition taking place in accordance with General part and Rally part of National Sporting Code of LAF (in further text – the Code), regulations of LAF Standard racing commission, Technical regulations of LAF Standard racing commission, Traffic laws of Republic of Latvia and these Regulations of the Championship and its Supplementary regulations. 
1.2. Regulations of the Championship are published in Latvian, English and Russian. In case of debate the decisive power belongs to the Latvian version.
1.3. The Championship will be run in following groups: 1600, 1600+, 4WD, 4WD+ and ROAD.  The Cup will be run in Team classification.

1.4.  Within this Championship will be held “Junior Cup” for the drivers born in 1986 and younger drivers who will drive in 1600 and 1600 + groups with single axle drive cars  and also cup for 4WDOpen and 2WD Open groups.

1.5. This Championship and Cup can be run together with other competition which is approved by LAF.

1.6. Minimal number of events of the Championship - five, maximal – seven.

II ORGANIZATION AND EVENTS
2.1. Organization

Organization and summary of the Results of the Championship and Cup is made by LAF Standard racing commission. The run of Championship events is guaranteed by Organisers approved by LAF Standard racing commission and competition is being supervised by officials chosen by the Organisers. The Organiser chooses and sets up the Championship event route, taking into account requests and guidelines of LAF Standart racing commission.

III ENTRIES AND ENTRANTS
3.1. Crews

3.1.1. In the Championship and Cup can participate drivers with valid LAF Standard racing licence, and any other ASN licenced drivers. For foreign participants entry must be made in written and sent to LAF Standard racing commission.

Latvian 2011 Open Rallysprint and Cup licence price is 40 LVL for the driver who already has any other LAF Championship licences of season 2011 and 65 LVL for those drivers’ who has not licence of 2011 season.
3.1.2. In the Championship and Cup can participate drivers with one time licence for 15 LVL. Drivers with one time licence do not get points for the Championship classification. If the driver has LAF Standard racing winter or summer autosprint 2011 seasons licence they may not by one time licence  but they do not get points for the championship classification.
3.1.3. In the Championship and Cup can participate co – drivers who have not drivers licence.

3.1.4. In the Championship and Cup can participate drivers and co – drivers who  have not reached the age of 18.  If these drivers haven‘t other ASN licence, LAF Standard racing commission makes a decision if these drivers can apply for Latvian licence. Drivers, who have not reached the age of 18, can take part in Championship only if second driver of the crew (co-driver) has experience of participating rally and is approved by Standart racing commission of the LAF. This special permission is made with separate decision of the commission. 
Both drivers of the crew can drive the competitive car on roads that are not closed specially for the rally, but drivers, who have not reached the age of 18, must follow Latvian Traffic Laws concerning to the training driving. Drivers who have not reaches age of 16 can drive only on roads that are closed for traffic.
3.1.5. At the Administrative checks each crew member has to present a valid accident insurance policy for at least 1000 LVL (1500 EUR) insurance sum. The following risks have to be included in the insurance policy: death, disablement and injuries, autosports-related risk extension is required.

3.1.6. The membership of the crew is defined on the basis of driver of the crew entered in the Championship event.

3.2. Teams
3.2.1. Only teams with team licences issued by LAF Standart racing commission are taken in account of the Championship team classification (team licence price – LVL 60)

3.2.2. Not more than three crews can be registered within one team.

3.2.3. Not more than two crews within a team may be changed during the Championship. A sportsman may not change team more than once during the Championship.

3.2.4. In the team classification may enter only crews from following Championship classification groups – 4WD +, 4WD, 1600, 1600 +, ROAD.
IV CLASSIFICATION CLASSES, ELIGEBLE CARS AND TYRES
4.1. Classification classes
4.1.1. A title is awarded in 5 car classification classes:

· 1600 
single- axle drive cars with engine size up to 1600 cm3
· 1600+ 
single-axle drive cars with engine size over 1600 cm3
· 4WD 
all-wheel drive cars with atmospheric engines

· 4WD+ 
all-wheel drive cars with turbocharged engines

· ROAD 
cars not mandatory to have rollcage

4.1.2. Within the Championship there will be held Latvian Rallysprint Cup for following groups – 4WD Open and 2 WD Open.
4.1.3. Within the Championship there will be held “Junior Cup” only  for driver who have born on 1986 and younger and participate in classification  groups 1600 and 1600 +.

4.2. Eligible cars:
4.2.1. Cars must comply LAF National or FIA technical regulations for international classes and according technical regulations approved by  LAF Standard racing commission:

1600 
single- axle drive cars L9, N1, N2, A5, A6;
1600+ 
single-axle drive cars L10, L11, L12, L13, L14, L15, N3, A7;

4WD 
all-wheel drive cars with L9, L10, L11, L12, L13, L14, L15;
4WD+ 
all-wheel drive cars with turbocharged engines L9, L10,L11,L12,L13,L14, L15, N4, A8
ROAD 
 includes standard and sports cars with a permission to traffic.
Group 2WD Open includes cars which not comply to technical regulations of rallysprint with single axle drive;

Group 4WD Open includes cars which not comply to technical regulations of rallysprint with all wheel drive;

4.3. Tyres
4.3.1. Allowed to use rally gravel sports tyres and rally tarmac sports tyres as well as tyres with marking „E”.
4.3.2. Allowed to use restored tyres.
4.3.3. Allowed to use winter tyres in summer events but only without studs and chains and the like. 
4.3.4. 4WD, 1600+, 1600 and Road classes in winter season tyre condition, construction, protector depth and location must be according to the road traffic regulations and according to regulations of road traffic safety department.

4.3.5. Size of the studs will be inspected with calibre 2mm tolerance + 10% (2,2 mm). 

4.3.6. 4WD+, 2WD Open and 4WD Open classes in winter season according to the supplementary regulations ( allowed to use sports tyres and studs) 
V RESULTS
5.1. Individual classification 

5.1.1. The membership of the crew is defined on the basis of driver of the crew entered in the Championship event.

5.1.2. The individual classification of the Championship event is set up according to the Code (Article 46.1.) by summing times of special stages and time penalties on road sections as well as other time penalties, mentioned in the Supplementary Regulations. A higher place will be awarded to the crew with a lowest sum of times. In case of dead heat the higher place is given to the crew, which has a better result of first special stage, in the event of further tie – the result of the second special stage, third and so on.

5.1.3. Special stages competition for ROAD class cars will be held based on regularity principles. Result determination punctuality – one tenth of a second. There will be inflicted penalty to those cars which will exceed average speed for more than 7 %.  Stewards will determine extent of penalty individually but as far as disqualification from competition. Additional competition might be – sprints, skill – drive and the like.
5.1.4. Points for individual classification of the Championship event are awarded as follows: 
1st place – 11 points, 
2nd place – 18 points, 
3rd place – 6 points, 
4th place – 5 points, 
5th place – 4 points, 
6th place – 3 points, 
7th place – 2 points,
8th place – 1 points, 
5.1.5. Championship and Cup classification takes into summary points only for LAF Standard racing commission Rallysprint licence holders and any other ASN Rallysprint licence holders for the season 2011.
5.1.6. In the Championship and Cup final classification only results of the drivers who comply with an Article 5.1.5. of these regulations will be taken into consideration. Other driver results will be eliminated.
5.1.7. If there are a five or six events taken a place in Championship and Cup final classification all points of a crew from all Championship events are summed up.  In case there are seven events in Championship and Cup final classification all points of a crew from all Championship events are summed up and one worse result is taken off (if crew is not started or excluded from the competition it is considered as a worse result). The highest place gets crew with a greater point amount.
5.1.8. In case the  point sum of championship classification is the same for several crews, higher place gets crew which gained mote first, second, third and so on places in  events where they classified for the championship. (One fist place is more valuable than any number of second place and the like). In case these results also are the same next criteria for the classification is higher place in the event where the number of the participating crews in the same group is higher. If these results are also the same, next criteria for indicating result is higher place in last event these crews have started without a reference if points of this event is or not counted in the championship final classification.
5.1.9. Championship and cup title is awarded if at least 8 licensed crews participated in the current group.

5.1.10. “Junior cup” class classification is set up by summing the point only for the juniors (commensurable values of points gained by the pilots in different championship groups) Mandatory for the articles 5.1.4.-5.1.8. of these regulations.

5.1.11. Sporting classification is summarized for drivers LAF Standard racing commission licence holders.

5.2. Team classification

5.2.1 The summary of the team classifications is made from the results of drivers in accordance to Article 5.1.5. of these regulations, form any of championship classes ( see article 1.3) eliminating other drivers results.

5.2.2 The team classification of the Championship event is set up by summing of points awarded to all team’s crews in individual classification. 
5.2.3 In a case of equal result higher place is awarded to team, whose crew has taken a higher place in overall classification of the Championship event.
5.2.4 The team classification of the Championship is set up by summing of points awarded to all team’s crews in individual classifications of all Championship events. 
5.2.5  In case of the dead heat the team classification highest place gets team who has greater amount of the points in any of Championship events. If this is not sufficient next criteria is next greater amount if the points and so on.

5.2.6 In case of equal result, a higher place is awarded to team whose team has reached a higher place in the Championship classification. In a case of further tie a higher place is awarded to team that has a higher sum of points in any of the Championship events. In a case of further tie – a decisive criterion is the next highest sum of points, and so on.
5.2.7  Team champion title is awarded if at least 5 teams have participated in the Championship.
VI PROTESTS AND APPEALS

6.1. Protest and appeal must be lodged in accordance with the General and Rally sections of the LAF Code. 
6.2. The fees in cases of protests and appeals:
6.2.1. Protest against running of the competition, results or scrutineering –50 LVL
6.2.2. appeal to LAF Court of Appeal in accordance to the Article 12 of LAF Code – 700 LVL
6.3. In case of protest required technical examination of car following additional fees, depending on the required examination, have to be paid: 
6.3.1. examination of chassis, running gear, steering gear or braking gear – 50 LVL;
6.3.2. examination of power train and transmission – 150 LVL;
6.3.3. examination of engine stork and bore – 150 LVL;
6.4. If a protest is judged upheld, the fees mentioned in Articles 6.2. and 6.3. are returned to the claimant. The guilty entrant covers the dismantling costs and gets fined according to the sums mentioned in Articles 6.2. and 6.3. of these regulations.

6.5. If a protest is refused, the paid-in security deposit fully or partly, by decision of the Steward, remains in possession of Organiser or of the competitor against which the protest was lodged. The causer in such incident has to cover all costs related to the tests of components mentioned in Article 6.3. and to the preparation of these components for further racing. 

VII PRIZE GIVING

7.1. The Organizer of every Championship event is obliged to reward: 
7.1.1. individual classification – first three places in every car classification class where at least 8 crews have participated,
7.1.2. Team classification – first three places, if at least 5 teams have participated.
7.1.3. The Organiser has the rights to include other prizes in the Supplementary Regulations.

7.2. At the overall classification of the Championship the LAF Standard racing commission rewards:
7.2.1. individual classification – first three places in every car classification class where at least 8 licensed crews have participated 
7.2.2. individual classification – first three places in junior classification class, where at least 8 licensed crews have participated,
7.2.3. Team classification – first three places, if at least 5 teams have participated.
