1. Rally description.

1.1. Rally “Kalnamuiža 2007” is taking place in accordance with General part and Rally part of National Sporting Code of LAF, regulations of LAF Public racing commission, Technical regulations of LAF Public racing commission, Traffic laws of Republic of Latvia and these Regulations of the Event. Any changes or supplements to these Regulations may be announced only in Supplementary Regulations approved by organiser or by officials.

1.2. Rally “Kalnamuiža 2007” takes place in Kuldiga district from the 12th until the 13th of May.

1.3. Rally “Kalnamuiža 2007” is the 3rd stage of Latvian rally championship in mini-rally, in individual and team classification. A 4WD and 2WD sports classes cup contest “Kalnamuiža 2007” also is being held.
1.4. There is 1 round and 2 sections in the rally.

1.5. Opening hours of the rally centre are:

· 12.05. from 10:00 until 22:00, Sieksate elementary school (guest house „Kalnamuiža”), Sieksate, Rudbazu parish, Kuldiga district.
· 13.05. from 10:00 until 14:30 premises of SIA „Alsunga”, Alsunga, Kuldiga district.
· 13.05. from 15:00 until 19:00, Sieksate elementary school (guest house „Kalnamuiža”), Sieksate, Rudbazu parish, Kuldiga district.
1.6. Rally start:

13.05. at 9:30 next to Sieksate elementary school (guest house „Kalnamuiža”), Sieksate, Rudbazu parish, Kuldiga district.
1.7. Rally finish:

13.05. approximately at 15:30 next to Sieksate elementary school (guest house „Kalnamuiža”), Sieksate, Rudbazu parish, Kuldiga district.
1.8. Track:
· Total route length – up to 180 km;
· Total length of special stages – up to 50 km;
· Road surface during special stages  – 100% gravel;

· In ROAD class all special stages are routine stages.

3. Applications.

3.1. Applications are accepted starting from: 12.04.2007.

3.2. Contestants and crew members, who have applied for participation in rally “Kalnamuiža 2007” and who need to use the roads in Alsunga, Edole, Rudbazi and Gudenieki administrative parishes beyond the designated reconnaissance time, have to inform the Organiser and receive a written permission. Penalty for breach of this rule is 300 LVL.
3.3. A properly filled application form (appendix) has to be received by the Organiser’s e-mail turboo@elektrons-k.lv before Friday 4.05.2007. 18:00, in order for the contestant to be included in the official list. Application will only be accepted, if the rally contribution is paid in full.
3.4. Contestants, who have applied after Friday 4.05.2007. 18:00, may be allowed to participate with the Organisers permission (over the phone; number 29905725).

3.5. If the application is sent by e-mail, the Organiser has to receive the original copy by 12.05.2007. 14:00 (MC). Co-driver details may be specified during the Mandate commission (MC).
3.6. Contestants, who have applied but will not take part in this competition, have to inform the Organiser about it in writing or by telephone (29905725) before Friday 11.05.2007. 18:00. Otherwise, the LAF Public racing committee will be informed and a 25 LVL penalty will be fixed.
3.7. The maximum number of crews in the rally is 100, including not more than 15 in the ROAD class. In case the Organiser receives more applications, the crews will be chosen according to Organiser’s opinion.
3.8. By signing the application the participants confirm that they have acknowledged themselves to the LR Sporting code and Regulations of the competition and promise to honour the conditions.
3.9. By signing the application the participants allow the Organiser to publish information included in the application in mass media of Organiser’s choice.
3.10. Contributions for the rally:
· 1,6; 1,6+; 4WD; 4WD+; 4WD sports un 2WD sports classes:

Receiver’s name: association „B&K Rallijs”. Only payments with reference “Racing organisation contribution” will be accepted!!!
3.12. Contributions are paid back, if:
· the rally is cancelled because of Organiser’s fault – fully;
· the rally is cancelled because of „force majeure” - 75%;
· application is not accepted – fully;
· the participant cancels the application before 04.05. – 50%;
· the crew cannot compete because of force majeure, and it is proven by their ASN - 25%.
3.13. Competition is open to any car of any make, providing it conforms to Traffic regulations and LAF Technical committee regulations. Cars are divided into the following classes:
· single- axle drive cars with engine size up to 1600 cm3 (1,6)
· single-axle drive cars with engine size over 1600 cm3 (1,6 +)
· all-wheel drive cars with atmospheric engines (4WD)
· all-wheel drive cars with turbocharged engines (4WD+)
· cars allowed for public road use (ROAD)
· sports cars (4WD sports)
· sports cars (2WD sports).
3.14. Any private individual or legal person possessing a valid license by LAF or by other ASN may take part in the competition.
3.15. Crews wishing to refuse from Organiser’s advertisements, have to pay a double contribution and make an according mark in their application. The rally logo and starting numbers display a mandatory advertisement from the Organiser, that cannot be refused from.
4. Insurance.
4.1. All contesting cars have to have a policy of third-party liability insurance that is valid in Republic of Latvia.

4.2. Each contestant has to hold a valid life insurance policy with insurance sum not less than 1000 LVL.
5. Contestants’ document check (mc).
5.1. Contestants have to arrive with their racing cars for a pre-start administrative check (MC), which is taking place at Sieksate elementary school, Rudbarzu parish, Kuldiga district on 12th of May 2007, and to observe the following schedule:

· from 10:00 to 10:45
starting sequence numbers
1 – 20;

· from 10:45 to 11:30
starting sequence numbers
21 – 40;

· from 11:30 to 12:15
starting sequence numbers
41 – 60;

· from 12:15 to 13:00       starting sequence numbers 61 – 80;

· from 13:00 to 14:00       starting sequence numbers 81 – 120; „0”.

Penalty for a late or too early MC check – 10 LVL.

5.2. The following documents of both crew members have to be presented at the document check:

· A filled-in and signed application form;

· LAF licences or one-off driver licences;

· Life insurance policy;

· A valid third party liability insurance policy;

· Drivers licence (except in cases that were mentioned in the Regulations of 2007 LR mini-rally championship);

· Car registration certificate;

5.3. The crew has to inform the MC about its service car and provide the MC with its registration plate details.
5.4. The MC provides crews with racing legend, starting numbers, advertisement stickers, stickers for reconnaissance and service cars and reconnaissance maps.
6. Technical committee (TC).

6.1. Within 15 minutes after the administrative check (MC) all crews have to take their cars to technical check (TC), which is taking place at Sieksate garage on 12.05.2007., according to schedule below:

Penalty fee for a delayed MC is 25 LVL.

6.2. Starting numbers, rally emblems and the Organiser’s advertisements have to be displayed on the cars as provided by the Regulations before the technical check.

7. Track RECONNAISSANCE.
7.1. On receipt of documents, contestants have to inform the MC about reconnaissance cars. 
7.2. Times provided for track reconnaissance are:

PS – 1
on 12.05. from 13:00 until 15:30;
PS – 2;3;4;5
on 12.05. from 14:00 until 20:00.
7.3. SS reconnaissance is not regulated, however it is not allowed for more than two times in one SS. Penalty – 100 LVL.
7.4. Restrictions:
· Driving in opposite direction of the SS stage is forbidden. Penalty for breach of this rule is ban from the competition;
· In all special stage sections of the rally contestants have to observe the 50 km/h speed limit set by the Organiser. Organiser has rights to set other speed limits in the racing legend;
· Only summer tires can be used for track reconnaissance. M+S and gravel racing tyre use is possible for a 75 LVL contribution at the MC. Penalty for breach of this rule – 200 LVL.
7.5. Penalties for speeding during reconnaissance are calculated by following rules:
· the first act of speeding: 
 up to 20 km/h - 40 LVL; 
over 20 km/h  - 80 LVL;
· the second act of speeding:    up to 20km/h- 60.-LVL;          over 20km/h- 160.- LVL;
· the third act of speeding:              according to decision of the chief official.
7.6. Penalty for other violations of traffic regulations during reconnaissance – 30 LVL.
7.7. The reconnaissance maps have to be presented at the first request of rally officials and authorised persons or traffic police. 
7.8. Reconnaissance maps have to be handed back in at the rally centre until 12.05. 22:00. Participants will be banned from competition for failing to do so.
7.9. Penalty fees for violations during reconnaissance have to be paid before 12.05. 22:00.
7.10. Track course is measured with Terratrip 303 equipment, and measurement between the 1st and the 4th kilometre of road section Skrunda – Aizpute is 3 km.
8. Rally start.
8.1. Publication of starting list:

8.2. Rally start:

8.3. Starting interval – 1 minute.
9. Rally procedure.
9.1. Regrouping will be made after the first section and new time for the next time control will be set.
9.2. The Organiser has located speed limiters (routers) in SS tracks. Penalty for each knocking out a router is 5 seconds. Penalty for a passing-through failure – 30 seconds. Money penalty for damage to demarcating elements of router – 25 LVL (for each element).
9.3. During SS the contestants’ seatbelts and helmets have to be fastened. Penalty for violation of this rule - disqualification.

10. Servicing parks.
10.1. Servicing, refuelling and change of tyres are allowed only in zones designated in the racing legend. Penalty for violation of this rule - – 30 LVL.
11. Results.
11.1. Provisional (preliminary) results are published on 13.05. at 17:30 on the official information stand.

11.2. Official rally results are published on 13.05. at 18:00 on the official information stand.

11.3. Money penalties for rule violations during rally have to be paid in the rally centre before 17:15.

12. Prize giving.
12.1. The Organiser rewards first three places in every car classification class where at least 8 crews have participated.

12.2. The Organiser rewards first three places in team classification of LR Championship.

12.3. The Organiser and sponsors are allowed to present surprise prizes to crews.

12.4. Prize-winners are obliged to attend the prize-giving ceremony. In case of not doing so they lose the rights to receive prizes.
13. Protests.
13.1. Participants may address a protest to the Chief race official about decisions of rally marshals, rally procedure or results according to the Championship Regulations. Protest administration fee is 25,-  LVL.
13.2. If dismantling of car details or aggregates is required for processing of protest, the protester has to pay in additional fees as defined in the Championship Regulations.
