1. Venue, time and program of the competitions

1.1 The competitions take place on Saturday, 06.05.2006 in Narva. Length of the route is 3 km. The route is asphalted road.

1.2 Program of the competitions

4. Participants

4.1 Participants have to show at the registration the following documents: valid participation licence, registration licence, technical card of the vehicle, driving licence and a signed application for participation.

4.2 Junior racers are allowed to participate without any escort or with an escort person who possesses driving licence and life insurance for at least 50 000 EEK.

4.3 2 participants are allowed to compete in one vehicle if each of them pays the participation fee.

4.4 Every participant is allowed to compete only in one vehicle and in one test class.

4.5 Only a holder of EAL register licence can register a team for competition. The team   can include up to 4 members. The points of every team member will be summed up and according to this number the best team will be announced in “Narva Spring 2006” class. The first place gives 1 point, the second place gives 2 points, etc.    The team that gets the smallest sum of points is the winner.

4.6 At the time of competition leaving from the competition area and getting off the route is strictly prohibited. Failure to participate in the competition is the reason for exclusion. 

5. Course of the competitions

5.1 The competitions are conducted in accordance with EAL resolution on conduction of competitions, technical conditions, general regulations and instructions to the given stage of master competitions in rally-sprint 2006.

5.2 The organiser provides each participant with a start number.

5.3 The organiser reserves up to three places for advertising on the participating vehicle.

5.4 It is possible to study the route on foot or by engineless vehicle. Juniors, young ones and participant of league Moskvitch ECO have to be present in the zone of start at 11.15 and study the route in their vehicle once at 11.30.

5.5 There will be 3 rounds organised. In every round the time of route passing is stated and the fastest one in their test class receives 1 point, the second one gets 2 points, etc. The final result of the stage is summed up by 2 best results of 3 rounds. In order to receive the results every participant has to go through at least 2 rounds. In case of equal points, the best time of the rounds is taken into consideration.

5.6 Start order for test classes:

· The manager of competitions defines the order in the first round

· In the second round the order is opposite to the first one

· In the third round the order in the same as in the second round

The participants should be present at the start according to the order. Those who are late are not allowed to take part in the round.

5.7 Penalty for the incorrect start is 10 seconds.

5.8 If the participant does not start during 20 seconds, the participant is not allowed to participate.

5.9 All the results are counted in accordance with the finish records.

5.10 After the third round all the vehicles will be located in the indoor parking lot on the territory of Narva Castle (those who don’t start in the third round are also taken into consideration).

6. Protests

6.1 The time limit for registering a protest of results is 15 minutes after the announcement of results in ATT. Caution of protest is 1000 EEK, removal of vehicle from the competition – 3000 EEK.

7. Preliminary registration

Preliminary registration starts on 26th April and finishes on 4th May at midnight.

The participation fee should be paid in cash.

9. Rewarding.

9.1 Three best participants of every test class are rewarded with a race-cup.

9.3 The best team is rewarded with a challenge race-cup.

10. Responsibility
