4.2. Prohibited entry zones.
All participants and crew members, intending or only having intentions to take part in the Lithuanian Open Rally Championship 2006 are strictly prohibited entering the roads marked as not to be entered from 
10-07-2006 to 25-08-2006   8:00. In case the officials appointed by the LASF or the rally Organiser capture the violators, those will not be allowed to take part in the rally and their national Federation will be informed about it. 

The map of the restricted roads will be announced in the internet  www.lasf.lt, www.ajags.lt starting from 10-07-2006.

4.3. Persons named in clause 4.2, willing to move/cross the roads marked as prohibited for entry, must in advance communicate their intentions in written to the LASF and the Organiser and obtain permission from the Organizer.

V. ELIGIBLE VEHICLES

The eligible vehicles shall be the cars belonging to groups “A” and “N”, which comply with requirements of the FIA ISC Appendix “J”, and the cars belonging to groups “R” and “S”, and must comply with provisions of national technical requirements of the LASF. 

The “A”, “N” and the national group cars are grouped into classes following the Regulations of the Lithuanian Open Championship 2006.

Vehicles participating in NEZ Cup and Baltic Cup course credits are grouped according to the regulations of the Cups.
VI. ENTRIES

6.1. All drivers, holding valid driving license and the competitor’s license issued by the LASF or other parental ASN may take part in the rally.

6.1.1. Duly filled in and signed Entry Forms together with a copy of entry fee transfer document must reach the Organiser before 10-08-2006 17:00. If the entry form has been sent by fax, the original must reach the Organiser not later than 5 days after the closing date for entries.
Data about the co-driver may be submitted during scrutineering.

7.2. In the event the crew having paid the entry fee fails to appear due to serious reason, such crew may be refunded 50 per cent of their entry fee paid.

7.3. Insurance.
7.3.1. Every participant must hold valid User/driver civil liability insurance or the “green card” (for the reconnaissance car and the race car).
7.3.2. The Organiser guaranties civil liability insurance towards third party on special stages in the amount of  200 000 Lt.
VIII. ADVERTISING

8.1. The positioning of the advertising material provided by the Organizer is presented in Appendix 4 and this advertising is mandatory.

IX. PRINCIPAL OBLIGATIONS
9.1. Checking of driver’s helmets and driver’s equipment shall be performed during the appearance for the scrutineering.

9.2. All violations made by the crew during the reconnaissance will be registered by the judges of the fact in crew’s reconnaissance cards. The list with the names of the judges of the fact will be published on the official notice board and signed by the rally director.

9.3. Reconnaissance.

SS 8/9 – all crews, starting from 14:00 until 19:30.
SS10/11 – all crews, starting form 8:00 up 15:00 without any limit of the passes.
Every Special Stage may be driven along not more than 2 times. Special stage 4/6, 5/7, 8/9, 10/11 are identical and they are allowed to be driven through as one special stage. The number of passes will be controlled by the judges of the fact.

9.3.2. During the reconnaissance the crew must drive in such a way that no danger or inconvenience is caused to the people residing close to the rally course. In the special stages driving in the opposite direction is strictly prohibited. Maximum speed allowed during reconnaissance is 90 km/h on special stages. The Organiser and the police will check on the speed during the reconnaissance and the speed may be reduced by respective road signs, marked in the Road book. Any infringement also will be punished following the Road Code of Lithuania. Using the antiradar is prohibited.

Following the reports from the police and the judges of the fact the crews will be punished for infringement of the Road Code in the below amounts:

1st violation – 400 Lt

2nd violation – 800 Lt

3rd violation - not allowed to start in the race

Other violations made during the reconnaissance will be reported to the Stewards, who will appoint penalties following Art.152 of the LASC. National federations will be given respective notice.

9.4. Reconnaissance vehicles.
Reconnaissance may only be performed on recce vehicles registered with the Organiser. Recce vehicles must meet the requirements of Art. 14.3 of T-2006. On receipt of the Road Book the participant must indicate his recce vehicles, which will be used for reconnaissance, as well as all service and representative vehicles.

9.5. Test stage will not be carried out.

9.6. The participant must present the reconnaissance card to the Organiser’s secretariat before 25-08-2006 20:15. In case of failure to meet this requirement the participants will be penalised by the Stewards as provided for in Art.152 of the LASC.

9.7. All penalties appointed must be paid before the first meeting of the Stewards.

IV. TYRES

10.1. All crews may replace the tires at the services A, C and D. 
XI. RUNNING OF THE RALLY

11.1. Official time of the rally will be the local time as per Lithuanian radio signals.

11.2. Start of the rally:

11.3. The time cards of the participant will be changed on TC 3A, 5A, 7A ir 9A.
11.4. Crews are authorized to check in early without incurring a penalty at TC UP/PF at rally finish.
11.5. Retired crew must inform the rally headquarters (phone +370-612-23851) about the reasons of their retirement, place and time of retirement. The retired crew must also return the time card at the closest control post or to the passing by “broom” vehicle and remove the race numbers form the car. If the above requirements are not fulfilled, penalties will ensue.
11.6. Start procedure at the Special Stage.
In all Special Stages the start will be executed by means of the electronic timing equipment. When 30 seconds are remaining to start, the crew is handed in the Time card. The electronic clock showing hours, minutes and seconds is on. When 5 seconds are remaining to start, five red lights will light up every second from one to five. After these five lights are extinguished, the crew must start. The traffic light to show the jump start is located 20 to 30 meters form the start line. When the crew vehicle is standing at the start line, the traffic lights show red light. When 5 seconds are remaining to start, the traffic lights show yellow light. In case the crew starts in the correct manner, it lights green and continues to light green for 20 seconds. In case of jump start, the yellow light keeps shining for 20 seconds. In any case, in 20 seconds the traffic lights change to red.

If above mentioned the electronic equipment is not installed or it is not functioning, the start procedure shall be carried out following the requirements of Art.19.5 of the T-2006 (Art.19.5 of the FIA General prescriptions). The start official must inform the crew in case the start procedure is carried out not with the help of the electronic equipment.

11.7. NEZ National Teams Cup Regulations
11.7.1. All teams of the NEZ Championship countries may compete for the credits of the Cup.

11.7.2. Team of each country in the rally may be represented by 4 crews at the most. The crews must be announced to the Organizer before the first Stewards meeting. The nationality of the first driver must match the country which declared him/her application in written must be made by representative of ASN of the country or, in case of exception, by the crew which belongs to the team and ranks the highest start position.

11.7.3. There will be no special Entry form for the Cup race.

11.7.4. Each national team may consist of 2 4WD rally cars at the most. And, in other case, it may consist from one to four 2WD cars. Cars may match both international and national homologation.

11.7.5. The result will be calculated by accumulating the points only from the crews which were announced for the credits of the Cup.

11.7.6. The results will be calculating in such way: 1st place – 0 points, 2nd – 2 points, 3rd – 4 points, 5th – 6 points and so on

11.7.7. Three best results of the national team crews will be scored into the Cup credits.

11.7.8. All retired teams will get the following points:

- if 24 crews Declared participation in the Cup race, then all retired crews get points of the 24th place – 25 points. 

11.7.9. In case two or more teams earn the same number of points, all team crews‘ (4) points are being calculated. If again the amount is equal, then the winner is that team which member won the highest position in the total rating.

11.7.10. Three national teams with the highest scoring will be awarded by LASF cups.
11.8. Servicing.
Service zone address: Utena, K.Donelaičio str. 30. Crews are welcome to the service zone starting from the  2006-08-25, Friday, 07:00 a.m. 

During the rally servicing of rally cars shall be allowed in the Service Park specified in the Road Book only. Refueling is allowed only in the refueling zone.

After the Special Stage 10 replacement of tyres is allowed only in the place specified in the Road Book. Studded tyres are not allowed to be used in Special Stage 11.

Only one service vehicle is allowed to enter the Service Park. The sticker issued by the Organiser must be stuck on the windscreen of such vehicle. Infringement of this requirement shall be penalised.

No reconnaissance cars are allowed to enter the Service Park.

11.8.1. At the place of servicing in the Service Park the water proof fabric (minimum 4x4 m) must be laid under rally car. In the refueling zone the fuel must be laid under the place of the neck for tank filling.

11.9. Regrouping.
There will be four regroupings during the rally – aiming densify the vehicles stream before entering the service parks B, C, D and E. 
11.10. In case of an accident where the crew members or a spectator suffered physical damage/injury, the member of the crew must immediately inform at least three of the following cars by showing SOS sign (Art.19.9 of the T-2006) and by phone +370-612-23851. The crew violating the requirements to exhibiting the OK/SOS signs may be penalized following Art.152 of LASC on decision of the Stewards.
11.11. The finish of the rally is LK/TC UP/PF. The crew must follow the directions of the officials to go through the start/entry arc of the rally. The winner of the rally in general qualification will be awarded in the Parc Ferme.

XII. PENALTIES

XIII. PROTESTS AND APPEALS
13.1. All protests shall be submitted following the requirements of Art.171 -179 of the LASC.

13.2. All protests shall be filed together with the deposit of 100 Lt.

13.3. In case the protester requires dismantling of parts of the vehicle, the person lodging such a protest must pay the additional deposit as specified in Art.37 of the Rules of the Lithuanian Rally Championship 2006.

13.4.  Appeals shall be filed following Art.180-191 of the LASC.

13.5. Appeal fee is 5000 Lt.
XIV. CLASSIFICATIONS
14.1. The rally classifications and the points attributed to the Championship, Cup and Junior classification shall be calculated according to the Art.18-29 of the Rules of the Lithuanian Open Automobile Rally Championship.

All cedits are being kept accordint to the corresponding regulational documents.
XV. PRIZES, CUPS

15.1. The crews placed I-III in overall classification, in classes classifications and in the LASF standard car rally classification, in the classification of the LASF Cup for fastest young rally driver will be awarded by presenting cups and diplomas.

15.2. The crews placed IV-VI in overall classification will be awarded by diplomas.

15.3. The teams placed I-III will be awarded by cups and diplomas.

15.4. Three national teams with the highest scoring in the NEZ National teams Cup will be awarded by LASF cups.

15.5. „Baltic Cup“ winners will be awarded according to the „Baltic Cup“ Regulations.

15.6. The Organiser and sponsors at their discretion may award participants with monetary and non monetary prizes.

XVI. AWARD CEREMONY

16.1. Awards will be held on 26-08-2006 at 22:00 at on Aušros str. 49, in Utena.

16.2. The crews – prize winners having failed to attend the awarding ceremony will be penalised by 200 Lt fines and will lose their right to the prizes.

16.3. List of the awards will be published on the official competition notice board.
